Welcome to another year of Grand Extreme Bike Tours.

For 2012 we have arranged 5 premium European trips spread across the year, ranging
from 2 day excursions to 4 day long weekends. We are visiting all our old favourites
from the last few years and will be taking in the usual mix of great roads and sights.

As last year we are placing a strict limit on the number of places available. We will
take a maximum of 10 bikes with us on all trips bar our most popular Le Mans trip
where we are happy to take 12 bikes.

PRICE FREEZE -4 out of the 5 trips have been held at 2011 prices because we do
understand that everyone is having to watch the pennies. And since we really need to
encourage you to book earlier we are offering a 5% discount of all our 2012 trips
for all bookings confirmed by a £100 deposit by 14th February 2012. Havrng an
earlier idea of numbers will save us a lot of time ’

and hassle with Channel crossings, circuits &
accommodation so if you intend to join us then |
please send us your deposits by Vaentine's Day.

Tour detalls

The St. George Crossing — Saturday 14™ April to Sunday 15" April

Our first Bike-only trip of the year is always within a week or so of St. Georges day. The
days are getting longer and it’s time to get the bike dusted down for the new season. Instead
of preparing for a chilly Sunday morning dash to the same old café, you could be joining us
on atwo-day guided ride to the beautiful French and Belgian Ardennes.

After a speedy tunnel crossing we start out on main @@oads to make the first hundred miles
disappear. We then transfer to flowing roads for the second half of the trip into the heart of
the Ardennes forest with its interesting villages, glorious views and fantastic roads. On the
way we plan to ride one lap of the old Belgian Street circuit at Chimay. As ever, regular fuel
and refreshment stops are scheduled all the way down and all the way back. Our hotel, in the
heart of the forest, meets the usual high standards with comfortable shared twin en-suite
rooms, good food in the restaurant and helpful staff with a good understanding of English!

Before heading back on the Sunday we have atour of the area planned to give you a glimpse
of the sheer beauty of the scenery and roads in this part of the forest. We should have you
back on UK soil before 7pm in plenty of time to get home and start preparing stories for those
at work on Monday who will not believe what you got up to on the previous weekend.

At just £179 this must surely be the only way to start the biking season. The price includes
the channel crossing, twin bed and breakfast accommaodation, the usual meticulously planned
routes and the Grand Extreme guides on hand at al times. Places are strictly limited so please
confirm as soon as possible with your £100 deposit.
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French MotoGP (Le Mans) — Friday 18" May to Monday 21°' May

This is our oldest and our own personal favourite tour. We leave
UK soil early on Friday morning, returning around 6pm on
Monday. We start out on main @&Croads to make the first hundred
miles disappear. The rest of the journey is spent on a fantastic mix
of twisting and flowing roads with us aiming to arrive at our hotel
shortly after 6pm.

Our family run hotel in a quaint small medieval town has pleasant
en-suite twin rooms. We eat in the hotel restaurant and our host
Didier (who speaks excellent English) goes out of his way to make
us Britsfedl at home.

The prices (Just £459 for the rider and £419 for a
pillion) include the 3 day entry pass to the circuit,
and full access to the members grandstand on the
start-finish line overlooking the pits. There's aso
secure bike parking right next to the circuit.

When we leave the circuit on Saturday or Sunday, those who are not ready to chill out back at
the hotel can join us on one of a number of ride-outs that we have developed over the years.

Be sure to book your place as soon as possible as this tour sells out quickly and places are
strictly limited to just 12 bikes.
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The ‘Something for the weekend, Sir’ French getaway
— Saturday 23" June to Sunday 24" June.

Another excuse to get away for a weekend to sample the exquisite French roads and French
food - our “Longest Day” and “ Something for the Weekend” trips are combined this year.

We are heading down to Normandy to take in the
usual mix of great roads and scenery but the focus of
the trip is to ride the old Street Grand Prix circuit at
Rouen. Sadly the track buildings are long-gone and
the infield is overgrown by woodlands but the circuit
(in its various configurations) is still there and the
roads around that part of the country are fantastic.

We cross with Eurotunnel on the Saturday morning
and make a brisk pace down to Normandy where we
break off onto twisty and flowing loca roads. We
overnight in a modest but pleasant town-centre hotd,
near to bar and restaurant. The return journey is spent
playing on the wonderful Normandy roads and we wil|
be back on UK soil at around 6.30 on the Sunday
evening.

The price of just £179 includes the Eurotunne
crossing, the guided ride down there and back, bed

and breakfast, en-suite accommodation in either twin or triple room and at least one Grand

Extreme representative on hand at all times to make sure your weekend runs smoothly.
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German World Superbikes at the Nurburgring 7" to 10" September

The base for our trip is a family run hotel
overlooking the central platz in a small town in the
beautiful Deutsch Belgischer Naturpark region. You
have your own single room with full en-suite
facilities, our hosts speak excellent English and a
selection of bars and restaurants are just a few steps
away from the Hotel entrance.

The guided motorcycle ride leaves Calais on the

Friday morning and starts with a brisk motorway

dash into Belgium before turning off into the
Ardennes for an enjoyable day’s ride on some great roads with beautiful scenery. On both
Saturday and Sunday we lead the group down to the circuit and on Monday we retrace our
steps back across the Ardennes.

The price (£459 for rider and £419 for pillion) includes
return channel crossing, three nights bed and breakfast
in single en-suite rooms, track entry tickets for Saturday
and Sunday, premium grandstand seats and us on hand
at al timesto ensure all runs smoothly.

As with all our trips, regular fuel and refreshment stops
are planned in advance and we are always with you for
the whole four days.

We need to
confirm both the hotel and pre-book our preferred grandstand seats, and therefore late
bookings will have to carry a premium and will not be able to sit with the main group in the
grandstand.

This fantastic trip is more like a holiday than just a long weekend. Magny Cours is a little
further than our other rides so we cross to Calais on Thursday evening where we have
arranged twin-bedded en-suite accommodation. We leave Calais at 6.45 sharp on Friday
morning for a 100 mile ‘hop’ to our breakfast stop.

With breakfast behind us, we then have the whole day to enjoy the remaining 220 mileson a
great route through the French countryside, combining a mix of fast and twisty roads. We
arrive early evening in the famous wine town of Sancerre, just north of Magny Coursitself.

The next morning you have the choice between heading
down to the track or (weather permitting) joining us on a
fantastic 200 mile ride-out around some of the greatest
roads you will find; hairpins, smooth twisties and
flowing sweepers, combined with stunning views will
give you aday’ sriding that you' Il remember for months.

On the Sunday we breakfast early and then travel down to
the circuit for the race itself. (If the weather is bad on the

Saturday then we will spend both days at the circuit). It's then an
early start on Monday for our cross-country trip back.
